If+Subject+V.1(s,es,ies)+ object , Subject + V.1(s,es,ies)+ object .

*First conditional

Function: The first conditional expresses a possibility or a likely event in the future.
Form: If + Present simple, + Future simple

If + Subject+V.1(s,es,ies) +Subject + will +v.1 +object

Example: If it rains, we will take an umbrella.

*Second conditional

Function: The second conditional expresses an imaginary or unlikely situation in the
present or future.

Form: If +Subject + had + v.3+ object, + Subject +would+ v.1+object .
